New players should have a letter from their secretary confirming their intent to sign for the club (all clubs entering are to be affiliated to the F.A)

· All age groups must have proof of ID at registration and keep them available throughout the tournament.  You may request the organises to review oppositions proof of ID at any time.

- up to 15 - only nine players, of each team to be on the field at any one time.

- up to 18 - only nine players, of each team to be on the field at any one time.

- up to 10 - only five players, of each team to be on the field at any one time.

U8


- up to 14 - only seven players, of each team to be on the field at any one time.

U9


- up to 14 - only seven players, of each team to be on the field at any one time.

U12 

- up to 15 - only nine players, of each team to be on the field at any one time.

· Please be aware of any FA Law changes that apply from 1st June 2019 as these will be implemented by the referees.

· Small sided FA league rules apply to U6, U7, U8, U9. 

· Opponents must retreat to their own half until the ball is in play. (when restarting play with a goal kick). This does not apply to Under 10, Under 11 and Under 12.

· The defending team does not have to wait for the opposition to retreat and has the option to restart the game before should they choose to.

· U10, U11 and U12 should follow the rules below.

Games are 9 a side and the usual FA Laws apply. 
There is an exception in that there will be no offside rule 
· All players must wear shin guards at all times.

· Teams will be grouped and will play each other once during the group stage on a round robin basis.
· Start and finish of all games will be indicated by a Klaxon ensuring all kick off times are met and the direction of play will be decided by a toss of a coin.  There will be a 2 minute break between each match.  
· All games will have duration of 12 minutes one way.

· Substitutions are allowed during a game at the referee’s discretion.  Players can be used as roll on roll off subs during the same game.  

· If injuries occur during the game no additional time will be added. Teams will be penalised if deliberate time wasting occurs (this is at the discretion of the referee & could be in the form of additional time which will be indicated by the referee prior to the end of the game). 
Referees will indicate to each manager prior to the klaxon if additional time is to be played and how much.

· If any player is dismissed for foul play or abusive language by a referee they will take no further part in the tournament.

· Managers are responsible for the attendance of teams at all games.  Non attendance or late arrival will subsequently forfeit the game and a score of 2-0 will be awarded to the opponents.

· Fair play must be observed at all times and encouraged by team managers. Referees will issue yellow or red cards following FA guidelines.  This includes all age groups and it is hoped that it will encourage fair play.

· All teams are advised that all pitches will be marked and segregated, and all supporters must remain behind the barriers/roped areas at all times. Training balls to be kept to a minimum.

· All players/coaches/parents attending must respect all facilities and equipment available at Great Sankey Parish Fields and Great Sankey Neighbourhood Hub.  Any disrespectful/damaging behaviour will be reported to the relevant authorities i.e. follow basic code of conduct.

· All match balls to be supplied by Whittle Hall JFC (size 3 Academy age groups up to U8, size 4 for U9 to U12).
· League positions will be decided by points, then goal difference, then goals scored. 3 points are awarded for a win, 2 for a score draw and 1 for a no score draw.

· If any semi final or final results in a draw, penalties will be taken, each team have 3 penalties each for U6 & U7 and 5 for U8 and above. The team that scores the most penalties wins. If it is still a draw after the first set of penalties, then sudden death penalties will come in to play. The players who have already taken a penalty will not be allowed to take another until all players have taken their turn. Penalty takers can only be players who were on the field of play at the end of extra time. 

· Whittle Hall JFC do not accept any liability for loss, damage, or injury incurred as a result of attending/playing in this tournament. Relevant insurance for the above should be obtained by each club.
· Any queries over any of the above rules must be addressed prior to the tournament beginning with the tournament organiser. All rules must be abided by during the tournament or the maximum penalty is disqualification.

· All players at U6, U7 U8 & U9 will get medals. Please collect from registrations tent at the end of the tournament.
